2) I willremember in all dealings with the public as a foster home, that | represent CWBC Beagle Rescue, and
that the public will consider that my words and actions regarding rescue represent the attitudes and positions
of CWBC Beagle Rescue as an organization. | am not authorized to speak for the organization, or enter into
any agreements for the organization’ any such activity will be referred to the Board of Directors.

3) I'have read and understand the CWBC Beagle Rescue mission and will not undertake any actions that
could be considered inconsistent with the mission. If | engage in any activities of a political or controversial
nature they will be only done as an individual, separate from any association with CWBC Beagle Rescue.

4) | accept full responsibility for any and all expenses incurred by me during my tenure as a foster home for
CWBC Beagle Rescue, although | may be reimbursed by CWBC Beagle Rescue fo cover expenses which are
APPROVED IN ADVANCE. As a representative of a non-profit corporation, | understand that | may never profit
from the placement of a rescue dog.

5) lunderstand that CWBC Beagle Rescue cannot guarantee or be held responsible for the temperament,
health or behavior of foster dogs that | may handle. | am aware that dogs may cause property damage or
personal damage. | will keep dogs securely confined while in my care. | carry insurance coverage in the event
of personal liability resulting from fostering dogs.

6) I understand that it is my decision whether or not to volunteer for CWBC Beagle Rescue. [ will not hold
CWABC Beagle Rescue liable for any damage, injury or harm caused directly or indirectly through my volunteer
activities with CWBC Beagle Rescue.

7) lunderstand that my volunteer position will be terminated if my conduct is deemed detrimental to the best
interests of the organization.
